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6.7     Familiarization & Training
     6.7.1     Familiarisation Before Joining
Any person who assigned to any of the vessel which is under management of the company should get basic training before joining to vessel. During this training, company policies, safety management system, vessel’s type, vessels voyages, type of engine, cargo gears, etc... has to be given to be trained and FORM P4 & FORM P14  should be filled at office and one copy of form should be sent to ship with crew.
     6.7.2     Familiarisation After Joining
Upon joining a vessel for the first time, except master and chief engineer, first familiarisation of the vessel’s safety systems by Chf.Officer or 2.officer within first 24 hours and/or prior to sailing (which is first) on board. In this regard, FORM P8 should be filled out and recorded. Familiarisation should be completed maximum in 15 days and should be recorded with FORM P8. For master and chief engineer, familiarization should be completed within first 24 hours and/or prior to sailing (which is first) while hand over period and FORM P8 should be duly filled. Handover minute including information about the ship, already performed and ongoing works, state of the documents, abnormal situations etc. will be prepared, when the Master and the Chief Engineer is to leave the ship. Such information must be shown on forms previously published or prepared. 
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
